Deltaðs New Police Chief

Joining us as Speaker for our June Program Meeting was Chief Robert Thomas, Deltaõs new Police Chief.  His message was one of  

Values, Philosophy, and Organizational Principles as they relate to our Delta Police Department.  One of his opening and most 

passionate statements was that òthe Delta PD takes the public seriously, and that they ôlove their communityõ.ó  He went on to say 

that òin his experience of visiting departments all over the U.S., he has not heard any other (law enforcement) group say that they love 

their community.  Our police personnel want to do an ôoutstandingõ job for this community; they want leadership and direction.ó  Chief 

Thomas expressed that he sees the need for change.   

 

The Chief refers to his departmentõs personnel as the òproud men and women of the Delta P.D. and that they see the need for change 

as a ôquality of life issueõ.ó  Chief Thomas shared copies of the ôRulesõ under which his Delta P.D. operates.  These are an integral 

component of their valued-based organization.  The ôvalues of the department, the mission of organizational philosophies and 

operational principles are manifested in these rules, which establish standards of conductõ.  Major headings are:  ôCompliance with 

Value-Based Directive System, Conformance with Laws, Truthfulness, Respect  for Others, Public Trust, Authority, Gifts & Gratuities, 

Adherence to Orders, Conduct, Cooperation in Investigations, and Security of Police Informationõ.   

 

Chief Thomas explained that òan autocratic organization ôusuallyõ means that the chief and the managers make all the decisions.  

This is NOT my policy philosophy.  I believe in developing open partnerships and developing trust.  What is important to me is for the 

community, for community members, to have ôtrustõ in the police, and can be able to pick up the phone to ôsolveõ a problem 

édeveloping that trust in the community éthatõs what I am all about éopen and honest ôcommunicationõ, open and honest ôdialogõ.ó   

 

ôThe community and police personnel are a close-knit family in which team work and shared responsibilities are vital to the success of 

the organization and to the community at largeõ.  òAs Deltaõs police chief, I take pride in being visible and available to the community, 

and to the men and women of the Delta Police Department.  My public safety philosophies support the concepts of community-based 

problem-solving, prevention, intervention, collaboration and partnershipsó.  To accomplish their mission, the Delta police personnel 

are ôencouraged to value and promote:  personal and organizational integrity, problem-solving and partnerships, accountability at 

every level of the organization, professional police service, respect for diversity and inclusiveness, open and honest communication, 

and innovation and creativityõ. 

 

òThe Delta P.D. has been an ôincident-drivenõ P.D., a ôreactiveõ department.   The new philosophy of the Delta Police Department is to 

be ôpro-activeõ.ó  A simple example was given:  ò If there is vandalism, if there is breaking and entering;  What is the ôreal issueõ?; What 

is the ôreal problemõ?ó   He sees the need for even more communication with our Youth.  Chief Robert Thomas is looking at the big 

picture, is looking out for and preparing for the future of Delta.  He hopes to increase his patrol staff, and prepare his department for 

a Delta that is growing.

In order that Altrusa’ Membership feels comfortable with our Club’s use of Member E-mail addresses, we have 

been asked to implement and explain some procedures advised by the Board as a “Safer” method of getting your 

information to you …safe in that it is meant to protect the privacy of your e-mail address.  This should be viewed as 

our new rule of thumb.   This simply means to utilize your quick and easy bcc feature.  Alowetta explained this at a 

recent meeting and it is why, for some time now, when you have received your newsletter, Alowetta has taken care 

not to visibly show all the other addressees who do in fact also get the newsletter.  You will notice you only see 

your name.  (bcc means blind carbon copy).   

 

When sending e-mails to multiple recipients, in the (to: line) …put your e-mail address there; you’ll get it too of 

course, but it may be nice to see how it looked, if you remembered that attachment, etc.   For all other recipients, 

put them in the (bcc: line), even if multiple addresses are lumped as a group.  Every one of those people will see 

only their own address.   Within the body, you may wish to show names somewhere as this is very helpful, but the e-

mail itself needs to be protected more carefully than we have done in the past.  We are also asked not to use our 

Altrusa member directory (Yearbook) for mass mailing.
